· Have a clear understanding of DC voltage and installation of 12-volt DC powered equipment such as 

lighting, siren controllers, speakers, relays, controllers, computer equipment and battery chargers.

· Preferred, but not required- knowledge of Radio Frequency (RF) test equipment including, watt 

meters, connector types and usage.
